(in alphabetical order)

ABDULLAEYV, Kazim (Istanbul University, Turkey) [Session 1]

Dr. Kazim Abdullaev is Professor at the Department of Fine Arts at Istanbul
University, Turkey. Originally from Uzbekistan, Professor Abdullaev received his
M.A. in Renaissance Studies from Gorky University (Nizhni Novgorod), USSR in
1975 and his Ph.D. with Distinction in Classical Archaeology from the Institute of
Archaeology, Academy of Sciences of the USSR, Moscow. His research interests
include the archaeology of Central Asia of the Hellenistic and Post-Hellenistic
periods, art history of Bactria and Sogdia in the ancient period, numismatics of the
Hellenistic and Kushan periods of Bactria and Sogdia, Buddhist art of Central Asia, nomadism of Central Asia,
terra cotta sculpture of Bactria in the antique and early medieval periods, and Glyptic art of Bactria and Sogdia.
Professor Abdullev’s former appointments include Director of Research of the Institute of Archaeology at
Academy of Sciences of Uzbekistan, Senior Scientific Worker in Samarkand State University, and an Associated
Member of the Centre National de Recherche Scientifique.
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AKBARZADEH, Daryoosh (Research Institute of Iran’s Cultural
Heritage, Tourism and Handicrafts Organization, Iran) [Session II]

Dr. Daryoosh Akbarzadeh has served the National Museum of Iran as the
Director of the Museum and the Head of the Department of Inscriptions. He also
held many international fellowships at Deccan College of India, Beijing
University, Indian Council for Cultural Relation, and American Institute of
Iranian Studies. He is author and editor of more than 30 publications that cover
a wide spectrum of topics in Iranian history including ancient and middle Iranian languages; history of Persian
language and linguistics; history of ancient Iranian contacts with India, Korea, and Japan; Indo-Iranian mythology;
and Sasanian coins and bullae. Dr. Akbazadeh is currently serving the Research Institute of Iran’s Cultural Heritage,
Tourism and Handicrafts Organization in Iran.
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ELVERSKOG, Johan (South Methodist University, United States)
[Session III]

Professor Johan Elverskog is Altshuler University Distinguished Teaching
Professor and Professor of Religious Studies at Southern Methodist University. He
has published widely on the history of religions across Asia and is the author and
editor of numerous articles and eight books, including most recently Buddhism and
Islam on the Silk Road (2010) and Cosmopolitanism in China, 1600-1920 (2016).
Heis currently workmg on two projects. The first is an environmental history of Buddhism, which is under contract
with the Weyerhauser Environmental Book Series of the University of Washington Press. The second is an edited

volume Sources of Mongol Tradition, which is a comprehensive collection of works covering the development of
Mongolian civilization from the earliest beginnings until today, and is under contract with the Introduction to
Asian Civilizations Series of Columbia University Press.
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EOM, Gu Ho (Hanyang University, South Korea) [Session IV]

Professor Eom Gu Ho is Dean of the Graduate School of International
Studies at Hanyang University and Director of the Asia-Pacific Research
s Center at Hanyang University. He received his Ph.D. in Public
Administration from Yonsei University and Ph.D. in Law from the Moscow
State University. His main research interests are in the Democratization and
Marketization of Russia and the Eurasian region. Professor Eom was
conferred a Russian Government Decoration — the Pushkin Medal — in 2011. He is now a member of the
Presidential Committee for Unification Preparation.

GALLI, Marco (Sapienza University of Rome, Italy) [Session 1]

Dr. Galli has Professor of Classical Archaeology at the Department of Ancient
Sciences at Sapienza University of Rome, Italy. He received his Ph.D in Classical
Archaeology from University of Cologne, Germany. His research interests include
architecture, sculpture of the Hellenistic/Republican and Roman Imperial periods,
particularly in Italy and the Greek East of the Roman Empire; technology of ancient
Rome; historiography of classical archaeology; theory of vision in the second half




of the 19" century; Hellenistic court imagery in the early Buddhist art of Gandhara; and relationships between
Graeco-Roman imagery and Gandharan Art.
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JEONG, Jaehun (Gyeongsang National University, South Korea) [Session II]

Dr. Jachun Jeong is Professor of History Dept. at Gyeongsang National University and the
Chair of the Korean Association for Central Asian Studies (KACAS). He received his Ph.D.
from Seoul National University and held international fellowships at the Istanbul
University in Turkey and Center for East Asian and Pacific Studies at the University of
Ilinois Urbana Champaign in the United States. He is the author of over 30 publications
that focus on the nomadic peoples’ history in Eurasia. Professor Jeong published books
titled History of Uyghur the Empire, 744-840 (in Korean, 2005) and History of the Turkic
Empire, 552-745 (in Korean, 2016). He has also published extensively on the ancient history of the nomadic Turks
and on diplomatic history of medieval China.
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JIA, Haitao (Jinan University, China) [Session IV]

Dr. JIA Haitao is Professor and Director of the Institute for Chindian Studies at
Jinan University, Guangzhou, China. He did his Ph.D in classical Chinese history
at Nanjing University with the thesis on Confucianism political thoughts and
ancient Chinese political system. He has been to India many times as visiting
residence scholar, visiting professor, doing research or teaching classes on China.
From January to March, 2011, he was invited as Erudite Resident Scholar by Kerala
government of India to teach at Mahatma Gandhi University, Kerala, India. He has
taught courses on Marxist philosophy, Western Philosophy, History of Chinese Political Systems and Institutions,
State and Politics in People’s Republic of China, Political System and Institutions of Contemporary China, China’s
Foreign Policy etc. Currently, he teaches China Today in English to the international students of the international
school, Jinan University and teaches Political Theory and Indian History to the MA students of the School of

International School and the Department of History respectively. He has a lot of publications in Chinese, including
articles, essays and books on Chinese history and philosophy, Indian history and politics, Sino-Indian relations.
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JUNG, Se Jin (Hanyang University, South Korea) [Session III]

Dr. Se Jin Jung is the HK Professor at the Asia-Pacific Research Center, Hanyang
University. He studied the Russian language and literature for B.A and M. A at Hankuk
University of Foreign Studies and received his Ph.D. in History from the Moscow
State University, Russia. His research interests include history of Russia and Eurasia
history with focus on Central Asian and Caucasus culture and religion. He is the author
' of numerous publications including Central Asian National Identity and Islam (in
Korean), Everyday Customs and Identity of Eurasia (in Korean) and Hcram ¢ Poccuu (in Russian).
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KANG, In Uk (Kyung Hee University, South Korea) [Session I]

Dr. In Uk Kang is Professor of History at Kyung Hee University, South Korea. He studied
at the Department of Archaeology and Art History at Seoul National University and
received his Ph.D. from the Institute of Archeology and Ethnography of the Siberian
Branch of the Russian Academy of Sciences. Dr. Kang has also served as a professor at
the Department of History, Pukyong National University, and held fellowships at the
University of Tokyo, Beijing University, and Stanford University. His research interests
include archeological excavations in Siberia and the northern region of Northeast Asian.
Dr. Kang is the author of Prehistoric Archaeology in Siberia (in Korean), Archeological Perspectives on the Okjeo

({Kil) Culture (in Korean), Dancing Balhae (in Korean), and Exploration of Eurasian History (in Korean).

KUDAIBERGENOVA, Diana (University of Cambridge, United
Kingdom) [Session 1V]

Dr. Kudaibervenova is a Research Fellow at Cambridge Central Asian Forum at
University of Cambridge. Previously, she served as a Postdoctoral Fellow at the
Centre de Reserches Internationales (CEFI) at Science Po, France. She received her
Ph.D. in Sociology from University of Cambridge with a dissertation on “Elites and

: ‘ the Making of Post-Soviet Nations: Nationalizing Regimes in Kazakhstan and Latvia.”
At the moment she is working on two manuscripts exploring modernity, continuity, ruptures and formation of
narratives on nation-building in the twentieth century in Kazakhstan (Re-writing the Nation is currently under
contract and forthcoming); and on the mechanisms of post-Soviet nation-building and elite settlements, state
capacity and international relations in the region including Latvia, Ukraine and Kazakhstan (book proposal
prepared for submission).
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KWON, Ohyoung (Seoul National University, South Korea) [Session I]

Dr. Ohyoung Kwon is Professor of the Department of Korean History at the College
of Humanities, Seoul National University. Professor Kwon worked as a researcher of
the research and planning division under the curatorial affairs office at National
Museum of Korea. Before joining Seoul National University, he taught Korean history
as a professor at Donga University in Busan and Hanshin University in Osan, Gyung-
gi Province. He served as the President of the Jungbu Archaeological Society from
January 2014 to December 2015. He received his B.A. with minor in Ancient Art
History and M.A. in Korean Literary History from Seoul National University. He holds
a doctoral degree in Korean Literature from Seoul National University.
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LEE, Hee Soo (Hanyang University, South Korea) [Session III]

Professor Hee Soo Lee is Professor of Cultural Anthropology at Hanyang
University. He studies history and culture of the Middle East at Istanbul University,
Turkey, where he received his Ph.D. from the Faculty of History in 1988. His
research area expands over the greater Middle East region that includes Saudi

Arabia, Turkey, Iran, Egypt, and Kuwait. His research theme includes Islamic culture and history, ethnic and
minority problems in the Middle East, and East-West Encounter along the Silk Road. He is the author and editor
of numerous publications including (in Korean) Islam: Understanding the 9.11 Terror and the Islamic World,
History of Korea-Islamic World Exchanges and History of Turkey.
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LEE, Pyungrae (Hankuk University of Foreign Studies, South Korea)
[Session II]

Dr. Pyungrae Lee is Professor at the Center for Central Asian Studies at Hankuk
University of Foreign Studies. He received his doctor degree in Mongol history
from the Mongol Academy of Sciences. Professor Lee is the author of more than
30 academic articles on the history and culture of the Mongols and two books
titled Life and Religion on the Silk Road (in Korean, co-authored) and The Silk
Road and Korean Culture (in Korean, co-authored). He also translated Komatsu Hisao’s History of Central
Eurasia and Walther Heissing’s The Religions of Mongolia into Korean.
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MARSDEN, Magnus (University of Sussex, United Kingdom) [Session
IV]

Dr. Magnus Marsden is Professor of Social Anthropology at University of Sussex.
Dr. Marsden joined Sussex in November 2013 from SOAS, University of London
where he was Reader in Social Anthropology. He studied for his BA and PhD degrees
at Cambridge University, where he was also Junior Research Fellow at Trinity
College, Cambridge, and Graduate Officer in Research at the Centre of South Asian
Studies, University of Cambridge. Selected publications include Trading worlds: Afghan merchants across
modern frontiers, Fragments of the Afghan frontier (co-authored), and Living Islam: Muslim religious experience
in Pakistan's North-West Frontier.
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POPOVA, Irina (Institute of Oriental Manuscript at RAS, Russia)

Professor Popova is the Head of the Department of Manuscripts and Documents at
the IOM RAS and the Director of the IOM RAS. She studied at the Institute of
Oriental Studies of the St. Petersburg Branch of the Institute of Oriental Studies of
Russian Academy of Sciences and received her Ph.D with the thesis on the theme
of “Rules for Emperors” (“Ti-fan”) by T'ang T'ai-tsung as a source on the Chinese
Political Thought of the 8th century.” The main subjects of her current research include political thought,
government, and administrative system of the Tang dynasty and Medieval China. She is also engaged in cataloging
the Chinese rubbings and Dunhuang document collections of the St. Petersburg Branch of the Institute of Oriental
Studies and translating (into Russian) and producing commentaries on the Tang Chinese source “The Essence of
Policy during the Chen-Kuan Period” (Chen-Kuan cheng yao) by Wu Ching (670-749).
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SHIN, Boram (Hanyang University, South Korea) [Session IV]

Dr. Boram Shin received her Ph.D. in Slavonic Studies at the University of
Cambridge. Her research interests include Soviet Central Asian history, Central-
Asian film and literature, socialist expansion in the early Cold-War period.
Currently she is the HK Research Professor at the Asia-Pacific Research Centre at
Hanyang University.
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WAUGH, Daniel (University of Washington, United States) [Session 1]

Dr. Daniel C. Waugh is Professor Emeritus of History and International Studies at
the University of Washington, Seattle (USA). He received his Ph.D. from Harvard
University with a focus on the history of pre-modern Russia. In the past two decades,
he has devoted much of his attention to the historic Silk Roads across Eurasia. He
has twice participated in excavations of Xiongnu cemeteries in Mongolia and has
traveled extensively in China, Central Asia and the Middle East. He edits for the
Silkroad Foundation an annual, The Silk Road, which may be accessed on line at
http://www.silkroadfoundation.org/toc/ newsletter.html, and has provided editorial assistance to Bonn
Contributions to Asian Archaeology. His interests extend to the “Great Game” international rivalry in Central




Asia in the 19th and early 20th centuries; he is currently completing an edition of the letters and reports of C. P.
Skrine, the British Consul who was in Kashgar in 1922-24.
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ZHANG, (Dunhuang Research Academy, China) [Session I]

Dr. Zhang Yuanlin(’<J0#K),obtained his B. A. degree (History) in Fu Dan
University, Shanghai (1989) and Ph.D. degree (History) in Lanzhou University
(2004). He was a visiting researcher in the National Tokyo Art University,
Japan(1997-1999) and a co-ordinate Research Scholar in the Harvard-Yenching
Institute (2014-2015). He is currently Research Fellow at the Dunhuang Academy
and an adjunct professor of Hexi University and the Dunhuang Institute of Lanzhou
University. He is also one of the managing directors of Society of Dunhuang and Turfan Studies, China. His
research focuses on Buddhist iconology in Dunhuang and the comparative study between Dunhuang’s art and
other regions’ along the Silk Road. His major publications include The Volume on Caves 254, 260, Dunhuang
Grottoes, the Selected Works of Art of Dunhuang Grottoes, (Chinese in 1996 and Japanese in 2002); The Volume
on the Art in the Period of Western Wei, the Complete Works of Murals in Dunhuang, the Complete Works of
Classified Fine Art of China; Dunhuang and the City Civilizations (co-authored); The Detailed Looking into
Dunhuang Cultures (co-authored). He is also the author of more than 40 articles on Dunhuang Studies.
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
